Report to Abermule with Llandyssil Community Council 

Meeting January 14th 2009.

1. Street Lighting Review.

The review of street lights in Abermule & Llandyssil will be undertaken at a meeting next week between myself and relevant officers. Under the review plans it will mean that more lights will be on in the evening but many will go off at 12.30am and then come back on at 5.30am. It was hoped to keep the core areas/routes lit all night but the remainder to go to part night lighting.  The lights along the main route through village will have to be swapped around ready for the new traffic calming system. The actual changing of the lights will not happen until late Feb or early March.

2. Llandyssil Passing Place.

Now that permission to proceed had been obtained from the landowners ( C in Wales) the Council will be proceeding with the construction of the passing bay in near future.

3. Llandyssil Chapel Crossroads.

As a result of the counters being placed on roads leading to the junction it had established that the main flow of traffic was indeed from Llandyssil to Court Calmore Direction. However it also had shown a surprising low volume of traffic use ( all directions) even at peak times. It had also shown that traffic approaching from Abermule Direction the speeds were low ( 14mph av.) and most turned left.  It was felt that the cost of changing priorities was not warranted and would not provide value for money. It was suggested to remark the junction lines in a suitable manner that would assist with visibility.

4. Traffic Calming Abermule.

Still awaiting installation date but would indicate either late March or April/May.

5. Trunk Road Flooding at Dolforwyn.

      This unresolved problem was caused by a blockage in an underground 

      culvert. This was actually under the canal and was the responsibility of 

      B Waterways. A pump was on site to alleviate flooding in times of heavy 

      rain.

6. Expected rise in Council Tax. 2009/10

Although still to be decided by Full Council, it looks like an increase of 2.99% will be set for next year.

7. Community Strategy.

The review of the Community Strategy has now been completed and the new booklet has been published.
