Hall update

Renovation work has started. 

The refurbishment of the main Hall has now started. The panelling will be removed and the bottom section, which came from the Old Church, renovated and replaced.. New heating and lighting will be installed along with better insulation throughout and a new oak floor. The ‘gents’ toilet will refurbished with a new window and sanitary wear - but otherwise left as it is - and the current ‘ladies’ toilet will be converted into a unisex ‘disabled’ toilet - although to be mainly used by ladies! There will be a new ‘ladies’ toilet with hand basin into the little store room by the north door. This will be of a good size - but is just too small for the disabled toilet. Having a ladies toilet there will also be good for the church which has access to the Hall’s toilet facilities. A ramp will be added to the North Door to provide wheelchair access to the disabled toilet from Hall and both external doors. 

 

The hatch to the kitchen will be widened. The door to the small rear foyer will be removed and the area tidied up - having the disabled toilet there will provide more space and enable a better foyer area to be designed. The external doors to the storage area will be replaced and access to the storage area improved so that when funds are available to improve the storage garage, it is possible to wheel through to the storage area chairs on trolleys and the ping pong table. The iron frame hall window will be temporarily blocked in - to be opened up later if needed; the area will be used as cupboard or notice board. 

 

Further work may be undertaken on the storage area at this time if funds allow.  

 

The Hall will be closed to users during the renovations. 

Village Memorabilia
It has been suggested that an archive of village memorabilia is established so that any old pictures, records or artefacts of Llandyssil, its parish and people are not lost. There are already some wonderful old pictures in the Hall and the intention is to build a display cabinet to house them and keep them safe. The Hall - Health and Safety and the Environment
It was agreed that at the first Hall meeting after the completion of the renovations that topics should include discussions a) about sustainable environmental practices – recycling, best practice regarding heating and lighting and energy usage and b) health and safety. Con and Tim will undertake a risk assessment – floors/steps/potholes; working at height – window cleaning/light bulbs; vehicle movement in car park; storage of hazardous substances – bleach and cleaning materials; electricity – fixed supply/movable ie PAT test; stored equipment – guidelines for moving chairs/tables; asbestos; fire assessment – exits/lighting/extinguishers etc to ensure best practice introduced. 

At the last meeting it was also suggested that the newsletter should include brief articles on environmental best practice. If anyone has any suggestions in this area please advise the editor.

Llandyssil and Abermule Walking Groups 

The start of the county survey and marking of local footpaths in the area is still delayed as a result of financial constraints.  However, initial approaches to local landowners have taken place to establish possible alternative routes where requested.  Virtually all Public Rights of Way in the Llandyssil parish have now been reported on and their way-marking will take place in due course. 
The current focus is on Churchstoke and Forden at present but it is hoped to finish with these communities by the end of the financial year. 

The Llandyssil community is being surveyed at the moment with a view to starting a maintenance programme in the new financial year (April 2010).

A folder containing some circular walks around the community has been supplied by the Walking Group.they are being studied in conjunction with the Council survey to create the maintenance programme for the community.

It us difficult to put a time span on how long work in any given community will take as it is dependent on surveying, landowner consultation and the scale of the works.

Report from your County Councillor.

Proposed  132KV Power line from Llandinam to Welshpool

We now have the revised plans for the power line that is proposed to carry the power from the re-powered wind farm at Llandinam (due to come on-line 2013) through to its intended connected with the National Grid at Welshpool. The power line will be carried on poles ( single and sometimes double) and will follow a route that across to near Kerry, Glanmule, Hodley, across Cefn-y-Coed hills, then north of Llandyssil (near Henfron) before proceeding past Forden and Cilcewydd to connect into the Welshpool Sub-station situated on the Leighton Road. Slight changes to the original proposed route have taken place at Cefn-y-Coed and near Henfron. Planning applications for such infrastructure are currently for the decision of the Secretary of State (soon to be replaced by the National Infrastructure Planning Commission) and Powys County Council will act as consultees therefore.

Royal Shrewsbury Hospital A & E Department.

I have observed the recent press reports regarding a threat to A & E Services at Royal Shrewsbury Hospital with some amazement. Considering that the Chief Executive of the Shropshire Health Trust has stated 'on record' that there is no threat (and never has been) of the removal of A & E Services from the Royal Shrewsbury Hospital, I cannot see who or what is driving this story. What I do know is that this is causing concern amongst the public and I feel that both the press and politicians should be providing reassurance, not whipping up concern for their own reasons.

Powys County Council Budget 2010/11

Once again Powys CC has received the lowest settlement in Wales from the Welsh Assembly Government, having been awarded a 'floor' of 1% increase for next year. The problem with a 'floor' settlement is that it only remains in the budget for the one year and is not therefore the same as a standard increase. The average settlement for Councils in Wales was 2.1%. 80% of the Council’s income comes from WAG via the settlement and the remaining 20% from Council Tax payers. The poor settlement, together with large growth demands for Children's Services and Older Peoples services, plus the dire financial situation in High Schools, means that the Council is about £5m short for next year. The poor settlement and the mentioned growth pressures means that the Council will have to continue with its programme of efficiency savings and this will probably result in an increase in Council Tax in excess of that seen in the last couple of years.

Abermule Business Park.

I am delighted to have been able to get the funding in place (as part of the Upper Severn Valley Regeneration Action Plan) for the Abermule Business Park. The planning application for the infrastructure was given consent last week, and this week we have received the planning application for the construction on the commercial units on the business park. This is a fantastic development for the whole area and will provide much needed employment opportunities for the Abermule/Llandyssil area.
