During this year a number of improvements have been made to both wards.
In Llandyssil the second phase of the play are a had been completed together with  a path leading up to the play area and a notice board which has been placed at the entrance. The improvements to the land at the rear of Brooklyn have been completed, which I am sure is appreciated by all as a welcomed addition to the village. Following its completion there was a naming competition, the name Dragon Field being the winner. The official opening of Dragon Field took place at the annual Dragon Festival on 12th September 2009. The opening was undertaken by AM Mike Bates  There have been a number of doggie bins placed about the village for use by dog walkers to have a circular walk around the village, there has also been one doggie bin placed on Dragon field and I ask all responsible dog owners to use these bins. There have been two benches placed on the Dragon Field one of these has been kindly donated by Llandyssil WI and I thank them for that kind donation. There has been agreement to the use of land adjacent to the Church for burials as the current burial ground in Llandyssil is nearing capacity.   This will be progressed in the near future.  
In Abermule the footpath/cycle path on the Millfields Amenity Land was improved and extended to meet the main road at the North part of the village. This will be a wonderful amenity for all the village and visitors alike. There have been a number of doggie bins placed on this footpath for use by dog walkers. We have seen two major alterations to the village landscape that being a chicane traffic calming measurers before the school to assist with speed reduction and the commencement of the Prestige Business park the later bringing investment into the village. 
Two individuals are still employed to inspect the play areas in Llandyssil and Abermule. Part of their duties will be to ensure that there is no litter in the play areas or bus shelters and to make certain that refuse bins and doggie bins are regularly emptied. 
The council once again gave grants to the two community centres in the ward. £3000.00 to Abermule and £750.00 to Llandyssil. This also allows both centres to gain another grant from Powys County Council to, enable them to provide facilities to the community. 
In November 2009 the Council were awarded compensation of over £20,000 from the Courts which represented the monies stolen by the previous clerk. This money will be used to enhance services within Abermule (with) Llandyssil Communities.

One project is to complete the extension to Llanmerewig  burial ground. A preliminary archaeological excavation has taken place and it has revealed a settlement on the proposed site. In order for this ground to be used for burial and to obtain planning permission it would appear that the area will have to be examined which will come at a cost which is not fully known as of yet, but could be quite high. 
The two churches in the ward, Llandyssil and Llarunerewig, were awarded grants for grass cutting in their Churchyards. Negotiations are currently taking place with Llandyssil Church Officials to provide a new burial site.

We have maintained our commitment to the newsletter in Abermule by providing a grant last year, but Llandyssil area wished to continue with their own independent newsletter. However the provision of a conjoined newsletter for the two areas was explored but this proved unworkable therefore they remain separate and distinct. 
During the year PACT meetings have taken place in both Abermule and Llandyssil. These meetings have been a great success. It has enabled residents to raise concerns with the local police and the community council.

This year the Community Council were conscious of the economic climate and with prudent financial management the council precept a budget of £ 17935.00 an increase of just £635.00 to the previous year.

The addition of our Web Site is proving a wonderful asset for information for the public.

The Community Council  has considered 15 planning applications during this Council year. 
On average I have attended two meetings per week over the past twelve months with topics covering a wide range of subjects, Power Cables, Wind Farms, Water Mains, Woodlands and Footpaths, Planning, One Voice Wales, Community Centre and Governors. 
The aims we set for this year is: 
· to look after the facilities that we have obtained 
· keep them in good repair for the enjoyment of the community 
· maintain and update facilities for the future

1 would like to thank all Councillors for their continued support throughout the year and the County Councillor for his help and advice. Many thanks to our Clerk, Gwilym, for all his guidance, advice and expertise in local government issues.
